FOREWORD

The attention of the readers interested in the Na-
tive History is called to the illustrated album ¢Irea-
sure of Alania». It is an original scientific edition
unique for the history of Alania-Ossetia. The album
contains exhibits from the plenteous archeological
collections of the museum of the Republic of North
Ossetia-Alania Institute of History and Archeol-
ogy. It is for the first time that here the greater
part of the objects of Ancient and Medieval art is
published. Yet the authors-compilers have included
into the present edition only a small part of the col-
lection. No matter how hard they tried it proved im-
possible to include into the album a su fficient part
of the Ancient jewelry art objects of gold and other
precious metals.

It is also regrettable that our archeological col-
lection, together with the artifacts included in the
album, is kept in the Institute of History and Arche-
ology museum in the state of preliminary restora-
tion. Until now lack of funding does not allow us
to accomplish a professional restoration treatment
and necessary conservation.

The publication of the Ancient artifacts dis-
covered by the archeological groups during their
thirty years tireless work that is giving an access to
them for the wide range of readers is an event that
was long looked for.

The fundamental collection of the archeological
sources was organized in the 70-es — 80-es of the
last century, first by the archeological expedition
and then by the Institute of History and Archeol-
ogy, that carried on a vast program of archeological
research in North Ossetia, Krasnodar and Rostov
Regions. These sources allow to newly comprehend

the Ancient history of the Caucasian foothill plain
and of the Central Caucasus. In connection with this
of special importance are the one and only unique
collections of gold for the first time in Ossetia dis-
covered by the Institute of History and Archeology.
At present together with the other complexes kept
in our funds they are part of the national property
not of Ossetia only, but of Russia as well.

On the whole in the archeological science of the
Northern Caucasus real scientific prerequisites are
created for the revision of the existing paradigms
that were worked out in their time mainly under
the pressure of the conjuncture circumstances.

Our data makes us arrive at the most general
and preliminary conclusion of the sovereignty in
the North Caucasian region of civilized ethnic uni-
ty, its cultural continuity from Koban and Scythian-
Sarmatian epoch till Alanic Medieval Age. An out-
standing contribution in the creation of this origi-
nal civilization, which determined the main forms
of the spiritual life and artistic style, was made by
the tribes of the Indo-European (and in particular
of Indo-Iranian, Aryan) ethnic massif.

In the context of this conclusion the fundamen-
tal problems of the history of the vast territory of
the Northern Caucasus and the Caucasian Isthmus
can be put forward for the discussion. We believe
that the aboriginal character of the Indo-European
(Iranian) world in this region becomes evident, at
the same time the thesis of relatively late appear-
ance in the Caucasus of the Iranian speaking tribes
becomes highly questionable.

The artistic stylization of Koban fine arts and
the military-applied character of Koban culture
leave no doubts in the ethnic integrity of the bear-
ers of this Ancient civilization. The bronze pole-
axes recently found that enriched the collection of
the same objects from the earlier findings, as well
as the other kinds of weapons, together with the
evidence of peculiarities of funeral riots and struc-
ture of the settlements of the Caucasian Indo-Eu-
ropeans of Middle and Late Bronze Age give a con-
clusive solution of organization of the social life as
military-democratic.

In this connection also the dating of the epic
Nart Sagas, full of military pathos, similar to the
weapons abundance of the Kobans who with preten-
tious novelty and expression decorated their arma-
ment with artistic images can be done differently.
Such a coincidence of the two bright achievements
in the civilization serves as a good ground for rec-

ollecting of the great French sculptor Auguste Ro-
din, his sculpture «Bronze Age». This creation of a
sculptor of genius and his philosophic definition of
the epoch as «Birth of Mankind» are in a wonder-
ful harmony with the Ossetian epics of the Narts.
According to the epics the first people - gumirt -
were «roughy, not adapted for the life, and later on
God created «new kind of people» - the Narts, the
epic heroes, deserving earthly reality.

The evaluation of the society of Kobans-Indo-
Europeans as a military-democratic one ruins the
approaches according to which the bearers of «Ko-
ban civilization» socially strictly defined were al-
legedly «a multitude of peopless. One can hardly
imagine that on the Caucasian Isthmus, unique for
variety of geographical zones, the tribes of differ-
ent ethnicity would simultaneously reach one and
the same socio-phasic level. In this respect the ar-
cheological collections of our Institute are enrich-
ing the science with the materials that serve as a
basis for deeper scientific reflection.

In the Album the reader can also get acquainted
with the masterpieces of Sarmatian-Alanic culture.
The two golden complexes occupy a special place
among them - the golden garment of Sarmatian
woman and golden harness of the horse of the Al-
anic warrior. The first complex consists of more
than 1300 objects. It is dated by the 1st century
B.C.E. The second is comprised by 44 artifacts, in-

cluding the golden pendants with the images sty-
listically continuing the artistic traditions of the
Kobans. Even these two complexes are sufficient to
suppose the high level socio-phasic development of
the Sarmatians, who later on got the ethnic name

of the «Alans». These and other complexes also tes-
tify in favor of the cultural demands of Sarmatian-
Alanic aristocracy.

In the Album a short historic reference is giv-
en concerning the general ethno genetic picture
of Alania-Ossetia from the Ancient times till late
Middle Ages.

Though in order to stay on a common reader’s
side the authors made the Album comprehensive
not only for the specialists, at the same time they
tried to strictly follow the principals of the scientif-
ic description. From the chronological point of view
it includes a long historical period: from the Early
Bronze Age (the end of the 4th millennium B. C. E.)
till late Middle Ages (the 14th century C. E.). Inside
this large time frame it proved possible to preserve
the unity of the historical process in which funda-

ment the strict continuity of archeological cultures
of Indo-European civilization lies.

ANCIENT AND MEDIEVAL HISTORY OF
ALANIA-OSSETIA IN ARCHEOLOGICAL
MONUMENTS

We get an access to the world of artistic imagery
and forms of material culture of Ancient and
Medieval Alania-Ossetia by means of archeological
research. The monuments represented in the
Album were created by the talented labour of many
generations and reflect the world outlook, mode of
life, aesthetic values and industrial technologies of
the pastepochs. At the same time, these monuments
clearly explain the sources and perfectly illustrate
the long history of the Ossetic (Alanian) arts and
crafts, which in the 19th - 20th centuries shaped
the professional art tradition.

It was a revelation for the romantic Europe of
two centuries ago to learn about Ossetia — a tiny
enclave of the Indo-European world lost in the
ravines of the Caucasus. Who were the ancestors
of the Ossets? How can one explain the amazingly
intact Aryan Culture and Iranian tongue, alien to
their Caucasian neighbours, but kin to Sanskrit
and Latin, the German and Slavonic languages? It
did not take long to answer the questions. The last
remainder of the once numerous tribes, called by
Herodotus, Strabo and Ptolemy the «Scythians» and
«Sarmatians», turned out to have survived in the
heart of the Caucasus.

In the medieval chronicles the Ossets appear as
«Alans» or «As» people (Old Russian variant being
«Jasy», the Georgian one — «Osi»). The Alanian
kingdom, known to the ancient authors since the
early centuries of the new era, was destroyed in
the course of the bloody wars with the Mongols
and Timur. Having lost the plains and retreated

to the outermost South-East regions of the ruined
country, three centuries long — since 15th till 17th
cc. - the surviving Alanian groups lived in secluded
communities defending their highland valleys
against enemies. The relations between Alania and
Rus’, broken after the Tatar-Mongol invasion, were
restored onlyin the middle of the 17th century when
the confederacy of the highland societies, having
gathered strength, established diplomatic relations
with the Russian Empire. By that time the Russians
had already forgotten the Old Slavonic word «Jasy»
and borrowed the Georgian country name for
Alania — «Oseti». The terms «Ossetia» and «Ossets»
entered the other European languages through the
Russian language. In everyday communication the
Ossets use the terms «Ir» and «Digor» (the Singular
forms being «Iron» and «Digoron») as their regional
selfnames, well known from the early medieval
descriptions of Alania. The lofty folk epic self-name
of the people, its true name, not to be used in vain,
is the same as it used to be two thousand years ago:
«Allon» — ¢Alans».

The ever growing interest for the ancient
Alanian-Ossetian culture and art is a natural
result of recent archeological discoveries and an
important incentive inspiring further scientific
research. The archeological items, selected for
the present publication from the collection of
the Republic of North Ossetia-Alania Institute
of History and Archeology, allow to observe the
unbroken tradition of the artistic thinking and
craftsmanship of the consequent epochs: from the
Bronze Age to the Middle Ages.

BRONZE AGE CULTURES

The favourable geographical position of a
junction between Europe and Asia, the rich
mineral supplies and high level of manufacturing
economy, made the Caucasus of the third-second
millennia BC one of the most important world
centers of bronze metallurgy. During the Bronze
Age close relations were set up between the local
tribes and the population of South-East Europe
and the Middle East. The achievements in the
economic development entailed property and
social stratification, which led to the formation of
tribal unions.

The territory of Ossetia was part of the area of
a number of Bronze Age archeological cultures.
In Early Bronze Age in the Caucasus a close

communication and merging of different ethnic
streams from South-East Europe and the Middle East
took place. The earliest monuments (which appear
in the present Album) are items of the Maykop and
Kura-Arax cultures (the end of 4th — middle of 3rd
millennium BC). The people of Kura-Arax Culture
were very good at stock breeding and agriculture,
they had command of full metallurgy cycle
manufacturing, achieved a lot in pottery making
and weaving. The summer use of distant pastures
of alpine meadows allowed Kura-Arax people to
established settlements in the mountainous areas.
Meanwhile the tribes of Maykop Culture occupied
the plains of the Caucasus. The leading sector
of their household was cattle-breeding, and in
crop farming they were less efficient than their
neighbors. The mastery of Maykop and Kura-Arax
craftsmen is demonstrated by the bronze axes and
pins included in the Album.

The tribes of Middle Bronze Age of the Central
Caucasian foothills (second half of 3rd - first third
of 2nd millennium BC) were the heirs of the Early
Bronze Age cultural traditions. They were also
engaged settled cattle-breeding and agriculture,
but achieved evident success in handicraft, the
bronze articles became more durable and diverse.
The antiquities of these tribes are represented in
the Album by typical ceramic hand modeled vessel
and ceremonial incense burner, stone axes, bronze
decorations and pins. One’s attention cannot escape
medallions with the different images of mandala, i.
e. «the wheel of lifes, the ideal «map» of universe.

The archeology observes the long lasting
contacts and mutual influence between the
mountain foothills inhabitants and the tribes of
Ante-Caucasian Catacomb Culture - the herdsman
and farmers, whom the scholars see as a branch
of Indo-Iranians, who became isolated after the
Indo-European community had fallen apart. The
Catacomb cultural-historical unity named so due
to the type of burial constructions, spread all
about the steppes from the Dnieper to the Volga,
but initially it was formed in the West of Ante-
Caucasian area and by the Azov sea coastline. The
bronze which the Catacomb people used was of
Caucasian origin. The territory of medieval Alania
and modern Ossetia was the main area, inhabited
by the Catacomb tribes till the middle of the second
millennium.

The Catacomb ceramics, especially the large-
sized crockery, is characterized by a rich decor -

figured stucco moulding and carved ornaments,
which according to preliminary estimations could
be interpreted as a cosmological text. The wheels of
a carriage model made of clay are typical Catacomb
artifacts. The number of the legs of the incense
burner is also rendering the structure of universe
and ideal society the way the Indo-Europeans
it considered. The typical part of the Catacomb
burial inventory are the wheels of model of a ritual
carriage intended for the last trip.

KOBAN CULTURE

In 1869 the Koban Culture, acknowledged to be
one of the greatest Bronze Age achievements was
discovered on the territory of Ossetia. The culture,
which owes its name to the Ossetian village of
Koban - the place where the first finds were
unearthed, had shaped in its classical form by the
12th century BC. The Koban tribes were the first to
explore the whole montane-submontane territory
of the future Alania, creating a complete system
of economy and ecology which formed a solid
foundation for the ethnic and cultural unity of
the Alans. The Koban epoch marked the transition
from the patrimonial to the territorial-communal
social structure, the military aristocracy stood out;
the large tribal unions took their final shape. The
bearers of Koban Culture — who are conventionally
called Kobanians — had the tradition of stone, wood
and daub-and-wattle construction, they developed
system of settlements, division of labour between
highlanders and dwellers of the flat country was
established.

The formation of the unique Koban Culture
rested on the previous achievements of the
Caucasus and South-East Europe. The ties of the
Koban Culture with the highly developed sites of the
Bronze Age metallurgy — the Luristan (in Western
Iran) and the Carpathian-Danubian centres - are
of special interest. The Koban craftsmen were
outstandingly successful as weavers and producers
of articles made of metal, ceramics, stone and bone.
The Koban bronze astonishes by its perfection
of forms and the variety of technologies and
techniques applied (moulding, smithery, chasing,
etc.). The excavations of Koban settlements revealed
the metallurgy workshops with regular ovens,
with crucibles and small scoops for liquid metal,
founding forms and bronze half-finished products.
The bronze was distinguished for its high quality

because it contained sufficient amount of tin. Iron,
known to the Kobanians already at the turn of the
second - first millennia BC was initially used to
inlay bronze items.

Most of the Koban items included in the album
were found due to the excavations of the burial
grounds: Adajdon burial ground of 15th - 5th cc.
BC, Elkhot burial ground of 9th - 7th cc. BC at the
village of Elkhotovo (excavations by V.T.Tshiev)
and burial ground at the village of Tsamad. Some
objects were found at the village of Middle Urukh
and in the Koban gorge.

The collection of the Album reflects almost
all the stages of origin and evolution of Koban
culture. It gives an idea of the typical weapons of
the Kobanians (battle axes, spears, daggers, heads
of the maces), of the horse harness, the small-size
plastic items (a figurine and heads of rams, images
of a mountain goat, bull, dog, human arms). It
contains the accessories of men’s outfit (inlaid belt
buckles, fibula clasps), of women's decorations (an
adorned plate for long braided hair, elbow-piece,
finger rings, bracelets, pendants to be worn on the
temples), the ceramic and bronze vessels.

The artistic perfection of Koban artifacts is
always full of deep meaning, and present day
science is only learning to read these religious-
mythological texts. Both the geometrical ornament
and representations on the battle-axes of serpents,
fish, and dogs may prove to be the means of
description of the world. The sculpture dagger’s
cap representing two horse-riders is a reference of
myth of the first human couple.

The ritual pendant with ram’s head, pole-axe
shaped wings and solar symbols may indicate

the spiritual power of its owner. The «duke’s»
fibula evidently combines functional comfort and
decorative signs of social prestige. Horse bits with
cheek-pieces representing the couple of war dogs
find a clear semantic analogue-continuation in
the following cultural-historical epoch: different
stylistics of the Scythian cheek-pieces with the
dog’s muzzles only stress the succession.

The style of the Koban visual art, its ornamental
motives, and even certain types of artifacts kept on
living in the Alanic people’s culture till Late Middle
Ages.

SCYTHIANS AND SARMATIANS

Already in the first half of the second
millennium BC the ancient Aryans divided in two
branches — the Indo-Aryan and Iranian ones. The
Indo-Aryan tribes settled in India, whereas the
Iranians found themselves in different parts of
the world. The Northern Iranians called «Sakas» in
Asia and «Scythians» in Europe, became the first
nomads of the Euro-Asian steppe stretching from
the Northern Black Sea coast and the submontane
plain of the Caucasus to Kazakhstan and South
Siberia.

In the 8th-7th centuries BC a powerful tribal
union of the Iranian nomads - Scythians -
developed on the submontane plain of the
Caucasus. Having conquered the steppes around
the Black Sea coastline, they campaigned against
the rich Transcaucasian and Asia Minor countries.

Using the mountain passage ways, the Scythians
soon rooted on both sides of the Caucasian Ridge
including the territory of Modern Ossetia and
the adjacent lands populated by the Koban tribes.
Owing to the close contacts between the Iranians
and the Caucasian and Asia Minor people, arose the
classical Scythian Culture, represented on both the
Northern and Southern slopes of Central Caucasus
since the time of its emergence. The archeological
data testifies that the zone of permanent Scythian
presence was formed to the North of the Kura
river nad to the West of the Aragui river. Here the
Main Caucasian Ridge was never a boundary line
between the people and cultures: Kura-Arax tribes
were living on its both slopes in Early Bronze Age,
and in Late Bronze Age — Koban tribes.

The facility, with which the Scythians
initiated close interaction with the Kobanians and
penetrated their territory, is regarded by some
scholars as a convincing argument in favour of the
viewpoint of the Indo-European (possibly even Indo-
Iranian) congeneric descent or close relation of the
Kobanians. The assumption is further supported
by the fact that in this very area of the Caucasus
the Iranian ethno-cultural tradition took root and
developed without interruption.

In 3rd - 2nd centuries BC European Scythia
was conquered by the Sarmatians - the Iranian
nomads who had come from the steppe north of

the Caspian Sea. The Sarmatians were one of the
Scythian people, close relations and neighbours of
European Scythia, which took the name «Sarmatia»
at the time. The victorious Sarmatians populated
the plains and the foothills of the Caucasus,
gradually altering their mode of life and becoming
settled like the Scythians. The Scythians called
themselves «Skuda», and their country - «Skudara.
In Modern Ossetian this name is preserved as
«Kudar». Thus is called an area in the south-west
of Ossetia. In the north the Ossetians often apply
the name of «Kudar» for the whole population of
highland Ossetia, both of its central and southern
parts, i. e. of those areas where to the old Scythian
population was driven by Sarmatians.

The military successes of the Scythians-
Sarmatians achieved during the Iron Age
predetermined the almost mystical admiration
which the art of making weapons has traditionally
excited in the hearts of Northern Iranians. The
sword which served the warrior in battle was
a symbol of valour and spiritual power. In the
Scythian- Sarmatian-Alanian tradition an iron
sword was perceived as an embodiment of a deity — it
was worshipped and made sacrifices to. The typical
Scythian warrior was an archer on horseback
who used the Akinak sword only when fighting
unmounted. The Sarmatian rider’s long swords
appertain to a new stage in the history of the art
of war — the main shock troops of the Sarmatians
being the heavily armed cavalry of professional
warriors. The mythological interpretation of
the close relation between the warrior’s destiny
and his sword is a typical motif of the Ossets’
monumental epic about the heroic Narts, which is
known worldwide today. The «Narts» is the poetic
pseudonym of the creators of the epic themselves —
the Aryans, Scythians- Sarmatians, Alans — who
perpetuated the social relations and world outlook
of the ancient epoch in the heroic sagas.

The imported table-ware used by the Scythians,
for instance, amphora and a bowl, are a testimony
of trade relations with the Greek cities of Black
Sea coast. The bronze cauldron and the ceramic
crockery of the Sarmatians revive in the memory
the descriptions by ancient classics of the daily
routines and rituals of the severe steppe dwellers.
The usual adornments of the Sarmatian women of
fashion were beads, glass and stone beads, a gold
bracelet, bronze mirror, jewelry made of gold with
precious stone insets, pendants to be sewn on.

Alarge set of gold adornments dating back to the
beginning of the new era was uncovered in 1983
when the burial mound at the Komarovo village
was explored (excavations by N. I. Gidzhrati and
A. O. Nagler). The resplendence and peculiarities
of the things which belonged to an elderly woman
show her high standing in the Sarmatian society.
The archeologists suppose she was a priestess. A
chain of braided gold string with clasps shaped
as lion-headed gryphons sparkled on the neck of
the noble lady. Massive gold bracelets of complex
weaving which ended in plates featuring rams
(the symbol of «Farn»— Heavenly Grace), were on
her arms. Among the decorations there also were
gold rings and earrings to be worn on the temple,
a compound pendant shaped like a wild boar, a lot
of beads made of cornelian, agate and glass paste,
The bronze mirror with a handle, ceramic and
glass vessels were placed near their owner, who
was wrapped in a brocade hearse-cloth adorned
with plenty of gold pendants shaped like rosettes,
animals, human faces, crosses and swastikas,
rhombuses, and cylinder-shaped beads normally
made of metal and sewn on.

ALANS OF THE 1st=5th cc.

At the turn of the new era the Scythians-
Sarmatians of South-East Europe and the
Caucasus adopted a common name - «Alans». The
contemporaries who witnessed the formation
of the new political union were well aware that
«Alans» was the common self-name of the closely
related Scythian-Sarmatian tribes, which had been
earlier known under different names. Ammianus
Marcellinus, the Roman historian, wrote: «In the
course of time they took a new name so that now
they are all called ‘Alans’.

The name «Alans» was neither new nor artificial -
on the contrary, the formation of the above specified
union naturally brought back the original and most
ancient name of the Iranians. «Alans» was the Old
Ossetic (Scythian-Sarmatian) common selfname
of all the Aryans — «Aryana»y. The creation of the
Alanic Union stopped the ruinous wars formerly
waged between separate provinces. New cities grew
along the international commercial roads. There
are several sites of large ancient settlements on the
territory of Modern Ossetia (the Vladikavkaz, Brut,
Zilga and other sites) — the ruins of ancient urban
centres. The Alans of the Caucasus led a settled
mode of life, and were engage in land cultivation,
cattle breeding, crafts and commerce. The division
of labour brought about the social stratification
of the Alans into the common people, engaged in
agriculture and manufacturing goods, and the
aristocrats, who concentrated in their hands the
military power and management.

The Zilga settlement — an early Alanic city
situated on seven hills - flourished in the 1st — 4th
centuries AD. The city necropolis stretching out
on hundreds of hectares is generally named «the
Beslan Sepulchre» (excavations by E. S. Dzutsev).
The exploration of the burial ground opened for
research the mature arts and diversified trades
of the people. The Beslan finds include various
manufactured articles — ceramics, items made of
bone, iron, bronze, silver and gold.

Zilga is believed to have developed as an
important commercial and manufacturing centre
of a large province. Thus the goods produced by the
city potters were in demand far beyond the present
territory of Ossetia. The rich traditions of ceramic
manufacture are reflected in both the utilitarian and
aesthetic merits of the hardware delivered from Alania.

The imaginative perception of the world typical
of the Alanic craftsmen should be, no doubt,
attributed to the mythopoetical conception of the
Universe in which the human society is not opposed
to nature but forms an integral unity with it. Hence,
the sophisticated sense of the natural material - for
example, clay. One cannot but marvel at the plastic
perfection of the earthenware vessel handles
shaped like stylized animals. The wonderful
simplicity and expressive laconism of the Alans'
sculpture modeling harmoniously brings together
the aesthetic and practical functions of the vessel
handles, turning ordinary household items - mugs,
large earthenware pots, jugs - into things of art,

There are also the two stone statuettes featuring
a human head, the practical function of which
has not yet been made out. The group of small
anthropomorphous plastic images also includes a
gold pendant featuring a face and a carved amber
pendant — a jest image, the character features of
which are like the Nart Syrdon as portrayed by
Tuganov, the famous painter who illustrated the
Narts’ epic.

The gold pendants and plates, the belt tip, the
fine earrings and beads, the clasps decorated with
garnet and cornelian, the finger ring, buckles and
fibulae are suggestive of the jewelry styles of the
epoch. It leaps to the eye that many of the items
bear resemblance to the Sarmatian things of the
foregoing times; on the other hand they could be
regarded as the basic models according to which
the future - medieval - Alanian art developed.

The luxurious horse harness of the Beslan
collection, found in a cache of an Alanian
aristocrat’s catacomb, is of special interest. The
horse decoration set includes four breast and face
phaleras, thirty six four-cornered pendant plates,
pendants and bells. The phaleras and plates, made
of gold sheet on a bronze base, are decorated with
relief images of animals performed in the original
«zoomorphic style», which goes back to the Koban
and Scythian epochs.

In the centre of the breast phalera there is a
coiled serpent (dragon), its mouth open and showing
a forked tongue. Around it there are featured four
beasts of prey grinning menacingly: the males,
which have long manes, alternate with females
whose curved tails end in smaller-size muzzles.
The mythological message of the cosmogram is
probably connected with the idea of the eternal

circulation of life, deriving and developing due to
the conflict of opposites. The serpent, associated
with the power of fecundity and production, is the
key image here. The motif of a beast with a muzzled
tail was already popular in the Scythian art. The
Alanic iconography associates it with the formula
of time joint, continuation of life.

The mythological implication of the horse’s
decorations is inferable along with their heraldic
message, connected with the social rank of the
owner - the horseman. Gold was an attribute of
authority; it was associated with sunlight, power
and immortality. The ideology prevalent in the
Alanic society was based on the perception of the
military elite as being superior and Godchosen.
«Just as quiet people love a peaceful mode of life, the
Alans take pleasure in danger and war», Ammianus
Marcellinus wrote. «For them those who fall in
battle are considered fortunate». The military
nobility served the Alanic kings. The heavily
armed squads of horsemen formed the backbone of
the Alanic troops. They were professional warrior
knights in armour who acted in close order during
the battle. The religious mythological perception
of the relationship between the warrior and his
warhorse was inherent in the ideology of Chivalry.
The Narts’ epic has preserved the images of horses
endowed with wonderful traits and the ritual of
consecrating the horse to its deceased master had
been commonly practiced in Alania-Ossetia until
recent times.

The little bronze bells used to adorn the horse’s
neck were well known throughout the whole of
Alanian history. The tinkling of the bells was to
keep evil away from the horse and the rider. The
same function is ascribed to the folklore little bells
from the Narts’ epic which recorded this necessary
detail of the once real horse harness.

Polymorphism is the distinctive feature of the
«zoomorphic style» of the Beslan finds. The eight
quadrangular harness pendants, each featuring a
fantastical animal tormented by a bird of prey are a
bright example of it. The schematic representation
of the wing, when viewed horizontally, looks like
a decorative attribute of the single animal. The
bird which thrust its beak into the withers owf the
prey becomes apparent only when the composition
is viewed vertically. The ear of the tormented
beast is placed beyond its contours and forms one
whole with the bird’s eye. The motif of a bird on

the back of an animal, recurrent in the Koban arts,
was further developed in the Alanic iconography
losing its realistic features and transforming into
a stylized image.

The original style, the expressiveness, the
fine lines, the semantic profundity and thorough

composition of the images make them akin to the

masterpieces of the Scythian arts. At the same
time the artistic worldview of the Alanic craftsmen
carried on the traditions of the Koban Culture. The
new, early Alanic stage of the fine arts canon was
marked by a peculiar style which combined a high
degree of schematization, rich semantic charge
and polymorphous iconography techniques.

In the last third of the 4th century the Northern
districts of Alania were invaded by the Huns, whose
advance from Central Asia opened the epoch of the
Great Migration of peoples. In the late fourth and
during the fifth centuries the part of the Alans, was
involved in the Great Migration, they crossed all of
Europe and reached Spain and North Africa. The
modern historians of the West trace the Chivalry
(Knighthood) traditions of medieval Europe to the
Scythian-Sarmatian and Alanic Military Culture. It
has been discovered that the legends of King Arthur
and the Round Table Knights, which first formed as
a folklore and later, in the Middle Ages, developed
into a literary embodiment of chivalry ideal, were
built on an Alanic substratum.

ALANIA IN THE 6th-9th cc.

The Caucasus remained the Fatherland of the
Alans even after their northern plains had been
seized by the Huns and the formidable waves of
Turkic nomads superseding one another. The
medieval authors called Central Caucasus «the
Alanic Mountain» and stressed that the Alans,
scattered all over Europe during the times of the
Great Migration of peoples, were natives of the
Caucasus. The territory of the Alans decreased
considerably so that in the north it stretched only
as far as the middle reaches of the Terek river which
was then called «Alandon» (The Alanic River). The
Highlands of Alania were situated between the
Elbrus and the Kazbek mountains.

The 6th-7th centuries saw a rapid growth
of economy and important social change. New
settlements and fortresses were built, the cultivated
land area expanded, manufacturing was increased.
Feudal social relations were forming, the wealth of
the nobility augmented. The power of the Alanic
kings strengthened and enabled them to take an
active part in international activities. Using its
considerable military potential and beneficial
geographical position, Alania successfully kept off
foreign aggressors and acted as an intermediary
power which helped the quarrelling neighbours
to come to an agreement. The Great Silk Route
lay through the territory of Alania. Participation
in international trade speeded up the economic,
political and cultural development of the country
in the 8th — 9th centuries. The Alanic towns
were turning into large manufacturing and trade
centres. Close cultural relations and beneficial
economic ties with many peoples and states were
set up. Shapukh Bagratuni, an Armenian author
of the 9th century wrote about Alania: «This is a
country rich in horses, steel weapons tempered in
reptile blood, hauberks and precious stones».

The items presented in the album were
discovered in seven burial grounds: at the villages of
Sadon (excavations by Z. P. Kadzaeva); at Arkhon and
Dagom (excavations by E. Yu. Shestopalova) in the
Alagir gorge; at Galiat in Digor gorge (excavations
by M. E. Mamiev); at Oktjabrsky and Khaznidon
(excavations by N. I. Gidzhrati) in the foothills and
at Beslan in the plain. Since old times through these
valleys situated along the Terek, Ardon and Urukh
rivers the important military-strategic and caravan
routes were laying. The diversity and richness of the

inventory left by the local population is illustrative
of the cultural demands and the wellbeing level of
the society incorporated in the Euro-Asian system
of cooperation and trade. It is also noteworthy that
in the 6th-8th centuries the Highlands of Alania
took a remarkably active part in the economic and
political revival of the country.

In the Alanic catacombs of Arkhon (the 6th-8th
centuries), Dagom ( the 7th-8th centuries) and
Sadon (the 7th-the first quarter of the 8th centuries)
many imported goods were found - Byzantine and
Sassanid coins, fragments of Chinese and Sogdian
silk, beads from the Middle East and Northern
Europe. One of the unique items discovered is the
lion’s head carved of onyx and set in bronze; most
probably it had been brought to Arkhon from Iran.
Could it have been a trophy or a reward given to an
Alanic warrior? The seal beads had also come from
far away countries: one of them features a dolphin,
the other one shows a star and crescent.

However, the most interesting items of the
collection of the period are those produced by the
Alanicartisans. The armour and the details of horse
harness, the items of carved wood, the rock crystal
and glass beads plated with gold and silver, and
the finely wrought jewels show a mature artistic
tradition and well developed manufacturing
technology. The live heritage of the Koban Culture
is represented in the forms of the bronze amulets,
mirrors and bracelets and the techniques used to
produce them. The gold earrings, fingerings and
plates to be sewn on are a fine demonstration
of the craftsmen’s skill and ability to follow the
Mediterranean fashion and still keep up the
original Sarmatian-Alanian tradition and style of

jewelry making.

The set of gold things of rare beauty which
belonged to a noble warrior was found in Arkhon:
birds are featured on the buckled belt set and the
sheath cover, the figured horse harness covers are
decorated with various patterns. Certainly these
were not merely things of luxury made to individual
order by some outstanding artist. The gold horse
decorations, the belt and ceremonial armour were
common for the medieval culture and indicated the
noble origin and high social standing of the rider.
To say nothing of the significance of the horse and
the weapons for the Alans’ world picture, there is
no doubt that the number of dangling belt straps
and decorations of the belt set suggested the social
rank of their owner. Even the more simple silver

belts belonged to representatives of the nobility.

The written sources, archeological facts and
folklore evidence indicate that in the Alagir gorge
- namely in Sadon - silver was mined to make
jewelry. Silver was also used to make toilet sets
for the Alanian beauties. These sets of boxes, nail-
cleaners and other useful things were common
also later on.

ALANIA IN THE 10th-14th cc.

The medieval world knew Alania as a very rich
country; the Alanian merchants were known
in the countries of Asia and Europe. The density
of the population and absence of uncultivated
land amazed the foreigners. In the 10th century
Massudi, an Arabian geographer, wrote that Alania
«is an unbroken chain of settlements: when cocks
start crowing somewhere other cocks’ crowing
comes from the other parts of the kingdom due to
the strip farming and closeness of the settlements».
According to Massudi, «the Alanian king is
powerful, courageous, strong, and practices a firm
and steady policy dealing with other kings». The
princes who governed the provinces of the country
were subordinate to the king. The Alanian power
had broad political relations with many foreign
countries and was really influential on the world
arena.

Christianity known to the Alans since the
sermon preached by the Saint Apostle Andrew
(Andrei Pervozvanny), had become the official state
religion by the beginning of the 10th century. The
Muslim religion began to be practiced by the urban
population of Alania at the close of the 13th century.
The main peculiarity of the spiritual history of
Alania-Ossetia consists in the preservation of the
original Aryan faith which unites the people even
now. Monotheism and the strict ritual canon with
no official church organization enabled the people’s
folk faith not only to survive and peacefully coexist
with Christianity and Islam, but also to naturally
integrate the world faiths into one spiritual space.
The remains of the mountain strongholds and
castles of the Alanic aristocracy, as well as the ruins
of the Alanic cities, uncovered by archeologists,
manifest a shaped style of secular and municipal
architecture. The Alanic Orthodox temples of the
10th - 14th centuries show the achievements of the
church architecture and painting.

starts on its period of feudal division. The ever
quarrelling princes who no longer wished to submit
to the king's authority, failed to unite against the
Mongol-Tatar conquerors who seized the Alanian
plains in 1238-1239. Only at the end of the 14th
century did the Golden Horde Power fell: defeated
in the war against the Middle Asian Emir - Timur,
the Tartars left North Caucasus. Nevertheless the
military campaigns of 1394-1400 in the course of
which Timur’s army ravaged and ruined even the
Highlands of Alania were the most disastrous of all
the tragic events, Alania had to live through in the
13th - 14th centuries. The catastrophe resulted
in a mass extermination of the population and
putting an end to the statehood. The destruction of
the urban and cloistral centres also led to the loss of
the medieval Alanic written language. Only a few
short inscriptions have survived.

The material culture of the 10th - 14th
centuries is represented in the Album by a large
collection of items from the Zmeiskaya catacomb
burial place (excavations by R. E Fidarov, N. L.
Gidzhrati, V. L. Rostunoy, E. Yu. Shestopalova). This
necropolis, well known to scholars, was left by
the population of an Alanic city situated in Upper
Djulat, one of the large centres of the urban culture
of medieval Alania characterized by a developed
and specialized handicraft production, well shaped
artistic traditions, well established trade relations.

Famous as warriors and horse riders, the
Alans also achieved perfection in manufacturing
weapons and horse harness items. The outstanding
technology and brilliance of the artistic decoration
of the Alanic weapons have been dealt with in the
special literature on the subject. The present Album
includes the preserved samples of weapons, details
of military outfit, saddles, horse head-dress.

Each of these items, along with their functional
value, was essential for the religious-mythological
perception of the world. The richly adorned horse
harness and saddles with open-worked covers,
bronze cover plates, topical scenes stamped on
metal, as well as the horse burials accompanying
the Alanic catacombs, are necessary attributes of
the horse consecration ritual.

The superior quality and technological

peculiarities of the jewelry and pottery from the
Zmeiskaya necropolis support the idea expressed
in the relevant literature that the Alanic craftsmen
of the 10th - 14th centuries worked for a market,
rather than for individual customers. The male

belt set and female jewels, the adorned details of
attire, the horse harness, the cavalry horse saddles
demonstrate the achievements of the jewelers
who applied the techniques of chasing, casting,
engraving, stamping, amalgamated gilding,
encrusting, yarning. Most of the items were made of
different metals (gold, silver, bronze) and involved a
highly complicated technology. The relief graphical
images on metal plates can be brought out and
specified as a separate genre of the fine arts.

The pottery, keeping up the tradition of the
earlier times, raised it to the level of well adjusted
standards and enriched it with new forms. The
trade marks performed in the style of Sarmatian
tamgha-symbols, some peculiarities of the
material and the techniques used, distinguish the
things made at different workshops. Developing
their production the Alanic potters learned from
the experience of the neighbouring countries
and the images inherent in their own artistic
tradition. The bird-shaped ceramic vessels on three
legs are real masterpieces. Their irreproachable
plastic refinement and graphical clarity bring the
figured tableware item close to the other genres
of the Alanic art, including, for instance, the birds
featured on the gold buckle from Arkhon. The
three legs probably indicate the ritual purpose of
these vessels. In the Ossetic religious-mythological
tradition the bird symbolizes an appeal to God. The
image of a swimming bird in the Ossetic tradition,
as well as in the tradition of all Aryans, indicates
a connection with the three cosmic zones - the
upper, middle and lower worlds. The cosmological
motifs are easily discernable in the sophisticated
patterned ornaments on the attire and items of
armour. The ornaments are based on the spacial
model of the Universe and the digital code of the
Alanic Culture (one centre, the three cosmic zones,
the four parts of the world, the eight petals of the
World Tree or the eight summits of the World
Mountain on the coat of arms).

The garments were also adorned with sewn on
bronze plates with insets and pendant little bells.
The breast little bells used to be placed in vertical
rows set which looked like the gazyrs (breast
cartridges for powder charges) of a later period.
Obviously it is to this type of decorations that the
functional Caucasian gazyrs go back.

Imported items were used by urban dwellers
in everyday life suggesting the high rank of their
owners. The glass and glazed vessels, beads with

eyelike saliences, glass bracelets, perfume sets
are indicative of the trade relations with the East
Mediterranean and Transcaucasian countries.

Alania-Ossetia of the late Middle Ages actually
comprised several isolated self-governed provinces
struggling hard to survive. The seclusion which
had lasted for three hundred years could not but
adversely affect the development rate of the small
mountainous country. At the same time the salutary
conservatism, natural for the people, enabled them
to preserve their cultural wealth, so that the epic,
mythology and religion of the Ossets of today still
treasure the most ancient traits and features lost
by many other Indo-European and Iranian peoples.
The living artistic tradition of the people, carried
on for centuries, brought together the past of the
Ossetic Culture with its present and future, keeping
the severe criteria of beauty, the ethical message
of the art and the harmony between society and
nature — the principles which are still fundamental
for the national culture of the Ossets of today.
